Softball Association, automatically applies for 
membership. A Capitation fee of $15.00 has been 
included in the registration. New members must 
complete a Membership Application.  
 
The benefits of membership include:

 * Entitled to ‘Members Only’ events or offers. 
 
All new members to BADSA will be notified of their acceptance via 
email. 

Junior Member: 
Persons under the age of 18 years and who have registered with 
RevSports (media platform for registration indorsed by Softball 
Australia) as a member of Bunbury and Districts Softball 
Association, automatically applies for membership. A Capitation 
fee of $5.00 has been included in the registration.  
 
Persons granted this category of membership will require a 
sporting affiliation but shall have no voice in the management of 
The Club and shall not be entitled to hold any office or hold voting 
rights. 
 
This category of member does not have the authority to invite 
guests to The Club. 
 
Any Junior Member on attaining the age of 18 years wishing to remain a member 
of The Club shall be granted the appropriate club membership and shall pay the full 
subscription as set down from time to time. 

Social Member: 
A Social Member is a member 18 years of age or over, who has 
applied and been accepted by The Club. Paid the appropriate 
subscription fee of $15.00 and is interested in promoting the 
objectives of The Club but does not wish to participate in any 
sporting activities. Social members shall not be entitled to 
vote.
